Seasons

Someone once said, “We cannot be 
a Christian in isolation.”  In other 
words, being a Christian means 
being a part of community, whether 
or not we take an active part in that 
community.  It’s like being part of a 
family: when we are born into a 
particular family unit, we are always 
members of that family no matter 
where we go. And so it is with being 
a baptized Christian.  At the 
anointing after baptism, the minister 
of baptism says “God the Father of 
our Lord Jesus Christ 
has…welcomed you into his holy 
people.” The one who is newly 
baptized is now a part of that family, 
that community of faith that we call 
the Church. Even before Christianity 
came along, our ancestors in faith, 
the people of Israel, saw 
themselves called, not just as 
individuals but as a community. And 
if we read the Acts of the Apostles, 
the book in the Bible which tells the 
story of the early Church, we see 
that being and operating as a 
community, praying together, 
gathering for the Eucharist (the  
 

breaking of the bread as they 
referred to it) and caring for one 
another was an integral part of who 
they were. (Acts 2: 42-45).  The 
Dogmatic Constitution on the 
church, one of the documents of the 
Second Vatican Council, builds 
upon this understanding and this 
long history when it states “It has 
pleased God, however, to make 
people holy and save them not 
merely as individuals without any 
mutual bonds, but by making them 
into a single people, a people which 
acknowledges Him in truth and 
serves Him in holiness.”  
As St. Albert Parish begins its 151

st
 

year, the emphasis in 2012 is on 
growing in love, on building 
community with a special emphasis 
on young families. But what does it 
mean to be community?  The word 
conjures up many different images:  
the city or village in which we live, 
the community league where our 
children are enrolled in soccer, 
maybe even (hopefully) the church 
or parish that we attend.  
Our Catholic understanding of 
community is based on our 
understanding of God as Trinitarian 
– a God of relationship – three 
individual and unique persons 
existing in a relationship of love with 
one another. That Trinitarian God 
reaches out and draws us into that 
relationship, not only with God but 
with one another. To be in 
community then, a community of 
faith, is to be in relationship with all 
that that entails. In next month’s 
column, we will begin to unpack 
what that may mean for us as 
members of a parish community 
and of the larger church community. 

 
 

 
 

We Celebrate… 

Baptism of Infants: Please contact the 

parish office to register for baptism 
preparation. Our next preparation sessions 
will take place on January 10 & 17, 2012.  
Parents attend both evenings and may 
prepare during pregnancy. Baptisms take 
place the last weekend of each month during 
all masses except during Lent. 

 
First Reconciliation, First 
Communion and Confirmation: 
(for children who have been baptized in 
infancy)Parents are the primary educators of 
the faith of their children. To support you in 
this role, our parish offers meetings for 
parents and children beginning in September 
to prepare for First Reconciliation ,First 
Eucharist and Confirmation.  Celebrations for 
the sacrament of First Eucharist take place 
the 2nd and 3rd weekends of each month 
during all masses (with the exception of the 
Lenten season). 

 
Christian Initiation 
For older children:  6 years old and 

up, the church calls for a more extensive 
program of preparation called Christian 
Initiation of Children(C.I.C.). For further 
information, contact the parish office. 

For adults:  who wish to seek 

membership into our faith community, we 
have the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults 
(R.C.I.A.). Contact the parish office. 

 
Marriage:  Please contact the parish 

office at least six months before the 
proposed wedding date.  An initial interview 
with the parish priest will be set up at which 
time the preparatory steps for celebrating the 
sacrament of marriage will be explained. 
Because of the importance of the sacrament 
and of the couple, the church requires that 
proper preparation take place.

Saturdays:   9:30 – 11am – Main Church 
or by appointment.

Anointing of the Sick:  Please call 

the parish office to arrange for someone to 
visit to administer the sacraments. 

Pastoral Care Home Visits:  Call the 

parish office to arrange for a home visit from 
one of our pastoral home care team. Team 
members provide pastoral care to those of 
our parish who wish to receive Holy 
Communion, transportation to and from mass 
or a home visit for companionship. 

Hospital Patients:  Patients must 

record their religious affiliation with the 
hospital in order to receive visits from our 
pastoral care team members.  Please ensure 
the hospital has recorded your affiliation if 
you wish to receive a visit. 

Prayer Laudators:  Within our parish 

we have a group of men and women called 
“laudators” (those who give praise) praying 
continually for our various needs.  Our parish 
is most grateful for these prayers.  If you 
have a prayer request, contact the office.
