
 

 

      

 

 

The Good News from 
Our Parish – Dreams of 

Sweet Peas and Carrots! 
Now that our weather has finally 
given us our January chill, it is time 
to escape and dream about our 
Heritage Garden in the spring. 

 
The first year of our garden was a 
very happy one. Fifty five gardeners 
tended forty six plots:  24 large, 14 
medium and 8 small raised beds.  
Plots for the Food Bank, Parents’ 
Place and St. Vincent de Paul were 
cared for by numerous volunteers.   
Gardeners’ children and 
grandchildren made good use of the 
play area set aside for them.  A bed 
of native Alberta flowers and 
grasses was planned, planted and 
tended by a former parishioner now 
living in Edmonton. 
Shared spaces were planted with a 
variety of flowers, rhubarb, 
strawberries, raspberries, apple and 
cherry trees and saskatoon bushes.  
Classes were offered in general 
gardening techniques and in 
preserving produce.   
At season’s end, the gardeners 
enjoyed a potluck dinner and with 

great enthusiasm signed up for next 
year’s plots. 
When the garden was first 
proposed, Father Andrzej wanted it 
to be a place where community 
would grow as well as fruits and 
vegetables.  The gardeners tell us 
this happened.  We witnessed them 
offering each other advice and 
practical help as well as sharing 
herbs, produce and phone 
numbers.  Many of the area’s 
seniors made a visit to the garden 
part of their daily walks. 

 
For the next growing season, only a 
few months away, we wish to build 
on this year’s successes.  Our plans 
include the purchase of a garden 
shed and a bench or two where 
gardeners and visitors could rest, 
have lunch and enjoy the peace and 
quiet and beauty of the area.  If 
funds are available, we will create a 
labyrinth.  Parishioners who wish to 
contribute to this wonderful space 
may do so through the parish office.  
Our Heritage Garden is one more 
living and lovely example of our 
year of growing in love!

The ministry of Jesus to the sick is 
central to the life of the Church. 
February 11/12 (World Day of the 
Sick) highlights the healing ministry 
of the Church. It reminds us that the 
service to the sick and suffering 
cannot be neglected. It recognizes 
the great efforts of doctors, nurses, 
health care institutions and pastoral 
care givers to restore health to 
those afflicted with illness and 
disease (Ordo – Liturgical 
Calendar). 
On this weekend we will celebrate, 
as a community, the sacrament of 
the anointing of the sick. It will be a 
time to pray for the sick and 
suffering and give thanks for those 
who care for them.

Third Sunday in Ordinary 
Time 
Falling in love with the Word of God 
is falling in love with a person. In the 
same way that we want and 
need to spend time in the presence 
of one we love, and in the same 
way that we grow in our knowledge 
and love of the person with whom 
we share time, Christians want and 
need to spend time with God's 
Word.

We Celebrate… 

Baptism of Infants: Please contact the 

parish office to register for baptism 
preparation. Our next preparation sessions 
will take place on  March  6 & 13, 2012.  
Parents attend both evenings and may 
prepare during pregnancy. Baptisms take 
place the last weekend of each month during 
all masses except during Lent. 

 
First Reconciliation, First 
Communion and Confirmation: 
(for children who have been baptized in 
infancy)Parents are the primary educators of 
the faith of their children. To support you in 
this role, our parish offers meetings for 
parents and children beginning in September 
to prepare for First Reconciliation ,First 
Eucharist and Confirmation.  Celebrations for 
the sacrament of First Eucharist take place 
the 2nd and 3rd weekends of each month 
during all masses (with the exception of the 
Lenten season). 

 
Christian Initiation 
For older children:  6 years old and 

up, the church calls for a more extensive 
program of preparation called Christian 
Initiation of Children(C.I.C.). For further 
information, contact the parish office. 

For adults:  who wish to seek 

membership into our faith community, we 
have the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults 
(R.C.I.A.). Contact the parish office. 

 
Marriage:  Please contact the parish 

office at least six months before the 
proposed wedding date.  An initial interview 
with the parish priest will be set up at which 
time the preparatory steps for celebrating the 
sacrament of marriage will be explained. 
Because of the importance of the sacrament 
and of the couple, the church requires that 
proper preparation take place.

Anointing of the Sick:  Please call 

the parish office to arrange for someone to 
visit to administer the sacraments. 

Pastoral Care Home Visits:  Call the 

parish office to arrange for a home visit from 
one of our pastoral home care team. Team 
members provide pastoral care to those of 
our parish who wish to receive Holy 
Communion, transportation to and from mass 
or a home visit for companionship. 

Hospital Patients:  Patients must 

record their religious affiliation with the 
hospital in order to receive visits from our 
pastoral care team members.  Please ensure 
the hospital has recorded your affiliation if 
you wish to receive a visit. 

Prayer Laudators:  Within our parish 

we have a group of men and women called 
“laudators” (those who give praise) praying 
continually for our various needs.  Our parish 
is most grateful for these prayers.  If you 
have a prayer request, contact the office.
