Seasons

These days, the stores are full of
parents, children, and older
students gathering supplies in
preparation for a new year of
studies. Whether the learners are
very young children just beginning
their formal education, young adults
embarking on post secondary
education, or older adults upgrading
or pursuing a new career, there is
hope, excitement, and perhaps
some trepidation as they embark on
this new phase of their journey on
the path of knowledge.

We often think of knowledge as
being about someone or something.
We know a lot about a certain topic
or area of expertise; we know a
person’s name, where they work,
how many children they have, and
so on. However, really knowing
someone goes much deeper. The
late John Main, Benedictine monk
and teacher of Christian meditation,
in his book, The Way of Unknowing,
says that, “Knowing someone is to
be in harmony with them. The
Hebrew word for know is the same
as the word for love. Knowing is to
be one with.” We probably truly
come to know only a few people in
our lifetime. Building deep
friendships takes time and effort.

And so it is too with our friendship
with God. Some of us will
remember the “little green
catechism” (I'm showing my age
here) that we had to memorize prior
to our first Communion. One of the
questions was “Why did God make
you?” The answer was “God made
me to know. love, and serve him in
this world and to be happy with him
in the next.” We can learn about
God through study and reading and
learning about our faith and all of
that is important. But coming to
know God is another matter. God
wants to be known by us, to enter
into friendship with us. God has
demonstrated that by becoming one
of us in the person of Jesus.
Friendships, however, are a two-
way street. They require
commitment, taking time to both talk
and listen. Growing in friendship
with God is a life long journey.
Perhaps this back to school season
can be a time for each of us to
commit anew to that journey. In next

month’s column, | will talk about
some of the ways that we can
deepen our friendship with God,
especially through prayer.

Parents attend both evenings and may
prepare during pregnancy. Baptisms take
place the last weekend of each month during
all masses except during Lent.

First Reconciliation, First
Communion and Confirmation:
(for children who have been baptized in
infancy) Parents are the primary educators
of the faith of their children. To support you in
this role, our parish offers meetings for
parents and children beginning in September
to prepare for First Reconciliation First
Eucharist, and Confirmation. Celebrations
for the sacrament of First Eucharist take
place the 2nd and 3rd weekends of each
month during all masses (with the exception
of the Lenten season).

Christian Initiation

For older children: 6 years old and
up, the church calls for a more extensive
program of preparation called Christian
Initiation of Children (C.1.C.). For further
information, contact the parish office.

For adults: who wish to seek
membership into our faith community, we
have the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults
(R.C.ILA.). Contact the parish office.

Marriage: Please contact the parish
office at least six months before the
proposed wedding date. An initial interview
with the parish priest will be set up at which
time the preparatory steps for celebrating the
sacrament of marriage will be explained.
Because of the importance of the sacrament
and of the couple, the church requires that
proper preparation take place.

Anointing of the Sick: Please call
the parish office to arrange for someone to
visit to administer the sacraments.
Pastoral Care Home Visits: call the
parish office to arrange for a home visit from
one of our pastoral home care team. Team
members provide pastoral care to those of
our parish who wish to receive Holy
Communion, transportation to and from mass
or a home visit for companionship.
Hospital Patients: Patients must
record their religious affiliation with the
hospital in order to receive visits from our
pastoral care team members. Please ensure
the hospital has recorded your affiliation if
you wish to receive a visit.

Prayer Laudators: within our parish
we have a group of men and women called
“laudators” (those who give praise) praying
continually for our various needs. Our parish
is most grateful for these prayers. If you
have a prayer request, contact the office.
